      1.   The National A.G.C. reports that the Producer Price Index for new non-residential construction rose 0.2 % for March and 5.1 % year over year, while the one for plumbing contractors rose 4.5 % year over year. There were 286000 job openings in construction at the end of February, a jump of 88000 over February 2018. Construction starts in non-residential construction increased 11% in commercial, 14 % in institutional and 185 % in industrial construction in March. The architectural billing index fell back below the break-even 50 mark in March. A.I.A. chief Economist Kermit Bohm states: “Many indicators of future work at firms still remains positive, although the pace of growth of design has slowed in recent months”.
